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MEDICINE AND SICK CHILD POLICY

1. General principles
Medicines should be carefully controlled, and illness should be timeously identified and responded to. It is important for children to attend school regularly in order to make the best possible progress. However, ill children should not attend school, particularly in the case of infectious disease. 

2. Policy implementation
1. Medicines
· Staff members are not allowed to dispense any form of medication without parental consent.
· Parents are asked to provide specific medical requests for their child, to be administered by their class teacher.
2. In the case of an accident
· Staff involved must report the event to the Health and Safety Office and fill out an incident form.
· Inform the parent and request that they collect the child.
· In an emergency, phone for an ambulance. All costs are to be borne by the parent.
· If a learner bumps their head, send a note to parents even if it does not warrant an incident form.
3. In the case of illness
· A sick child must not be sent to school.
· The parent must please send an absentee note when the child returns to school.
· Parents are asked to inform the class teacher of any home circumstances that might affect the child at school, such as poor sleeping, vomiting or headaches.
· We understand the difficulty of working parents caring for a child at home. However, if a child shows signs of illness at school, the parents will be called to take the child home and are expected to do so within an hour of the call.
Symptoms requiring the removal of a child from school:
· Fever (temperature of 37.5 ℃ or higher)
· Vomiting, diarrhea
· Headache or earache
· Confusion, unusual irritability or continuous crying that does not respond to attention
· Sore throat, swollen glands, difficulty with breathing
· Lice, frequent scratching, rash that might suggest a disease such as measles or ringworm
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
